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PJM to work with Transmission Owners to determine if the
facilities identified in the violations have restoration capabilities
following the outage which would eliminate the need to alleviate
the issues on the system. This could include any types of actions
available through operating procedures, switching following
contingency, restoration of service through temporary power,
etc. (Acceptability of restoration plans based on engineering
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
