1. DR CAPACITY MARKET TRANSITION MECHANISM FOR NEW 30 MINUTE LEAD TIME
REQUIREMENT (0910 - 0920)

proposed transition mechanism that would allow curtailment service providers that are unable to deliver
amounts of demand response previously cleared in PIM’s capacity auctions to be relieved of part, or all of,
their obligation and have their capacity payments commensurately reduced accordingly.
