3 Report Content Summary

This report displays a customer account’s daily operating reserves for load response charges by customer for all load response activity after 4/1/2012 activity date.  This report will display any day in the billing months selected where the Balancing Operating Reserves for Load Response Charge <> 0.  The charges from this report will be added to the CSP and/or LSE charges on the Operating Reserves for Load Response Deviation Charge Summary report to get the Balancing Operating Reserves for Load Response Charge amount which was billed.

This report will also display the day-ahead operating reserves for load response charges by customer where the day-ahead operating reserves for load response charge <> 0.

In order to retrieve all details for billed amounts after 4/1/2012, members may have to download the Operating Reserves for Load Response Charge Allocations (Pre FERC 745 (4/1/2012)) and the Operating Reserves for Load Response Charge Allocations report, until the time that all load response activity prior to 4/1/2012 has been billed.
This report was previously called the Operating Reserves for Load Response Charge Summary report.  Several columns were added to help members re-calculate the charges better.  The old Bal Operating Reserve for Load Response Penalty Charge ($) column was moved to a new Operating Reserves for Load Response Deviation Charge Summary report.
4 Summary of Changes and Special Logic

· When this report is selected for a trade date of 2/1/2010 or beyond, the DA Load plus Exports, Total PJM DA Load plus Exports Bal Operating Reserves Deviations columns that were added to allow the LSEs to recalculate the DA Operating Reserves for Load Response Charge and the Bal Operating Reserves for Load Response Charge will appear.

· When this report is selected for a trade date of 2/1/2010 or beyond, the Bal Operating Reserves for Load Response Penalty Charge column will be removed.  This column has been moved to the Operating Reserves for Load Response Deviation Charge Summary report.  

· When this report is selected for a trade date of prior to 2/1/2010, the previous format of the report (which does not contain the new columns) will appear.  Please note that due to these different report formats, requests for this report will not be allowed to span the cutover trade date of 2/1/2010.

· The date range total row will only appear in the online version of the report.  It will not appear in the CSV and XML versions of the report.

· The report column names will only appear once at the top of the report.  They will not be repeated at the beginning of the data for each day as they are in the eSchedules version of this report.

· The data on this report is preliminary until the end of the billing cycle.  Final results are based on month-end calculations that could significantly change the preliminary results that are displayed throughout the month.
