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Purpose

The purpose of this document is to give an overview of the browserless, Java based interface for transferring XML formatted files to and from PJM Tools.  Since the interface is browserless, it can be used by an end user or a custom automation program written by the participant.

With the recent refresh of Legacy applications, the browserless Java interface has been replaced with a Command Line interface.

PJM provides this specification to aid PJM customers in building an external interface to the eSuite application.  PJM will provide assistance to customers seeking to understand or clarify details in this specification.  However, due to the customizable nature of this external interface and the varied environments in which PJM customers will implement it, PJM is unable to provide application support for these customer-built external interfaces.
System Requirements

All required software will either be provided by PJM or available for download from http://java.sun.com or a vendor of your choice.

· A reliable internet connection

· A Java2 compliant JVM:  The Java run time environment (JRE) is available from Sun Microsystems.  This software is required on any machine that will be using the browserless interface.  

If you receive an “untrusted certificate” message, check your Java version.  With version 1.4.2_03 or better you should not receive this message when accessing any eSuite application.

· PJM provided Java program:  client side class to authenticate with the proper web site and transfer files.  The current version is provided as a Java Archive (JAR) file.

Standalone Program

The browserless program can be used in one of two ways.  The first and easiest way will be as a standalone program.  In this form, all the information is passed as command line arguments.  Jar files are separated by semi-colons, with a semi-colon after the last jar file.  Example:  -cp a.jar;b.jar;c.jar;  Arguments are separated by spaces.  Example: one=true two=false.  Any argument with spaces must be enclosed with double quotes.  Example: 

source=”C:\Program Files\Data\data.xml”

java –jar filetransfer.jar arguments

gentix4transbydate is for Transmission owners only so they may obtain the owners report.

transwithnotify/ genwithnotify will download all tickets that have notification of outage and have not been acknowledged.  Include id list to retrieve tickets that have been acknowledged.  

transwithnotifywithacknowledge/genwithnotifywithacknowledge will download all tickets that have notification of outage and have not been acknowledged and will acknowledge them.  Cannot supply list.
genticchanges – will return all generation tickets that have changed since a supplied start date AND start time

Ex:   type=genticchanges start=01/01/2009 starttime=00:00

transticchanges – will return all transmission tickets that have changed since a supplied start date AND start time

Ex:   type=transticchanges start=01/01/2009 starttime=00:00
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type=transticattachment REQUIRED for upload to attach a file to a transmission ticket.

Ex: type=transticattachment id=12345 source=attachment.txt


	Optional.  If not supplied, will default to type=transmission.

Optional for upload. Required for transticattachment upload.

For TOIMWG:

 id=ZONE of interest.  Example: id=bc or id=peco.  Only 1 zone can be supplied.

Note: To download ALL zones, use id=all  (This is applicable to TOIMWG only!)

 Download company/zone report from UI download to get list of applicable zones per company or from browserless with transtype=zones
For any download of a report that requires an id, you can retrieve this report by start and stop dates instead of the id (id is required for toimwg)

Currentpeak requires a start and stop date as well as the id.

Toimwg download can be restricted by also supplying start and stop dates as well as the zone(s).  If no dates are supplied for toimwg “current”, all tickets will be downloaded. 

For TARIFF and TARIFFEQUIP:

id’s are company names, not company numbers.

Specify a single company, or a list of companies separated by commas or all to retrieve every company.

Ex: id=BC,AEP  or id=gpu  or id=all (case does not matter)

For transticattachment:

Id is the REQUIRED ticket number to attach a file to a transmission ticket.

Java API

The second and more powerful way to use the filetransfer.jar is to use the Java class API directly.  This requires the developer to implement their own Java program and use the provided behaviors.  All necessary parameters must be supplied.  Parameters are application specific.

If you have a proxy server, you might have to supply the proxyhost and proxyport options.  Proxyport defaults to 80, so you only have to supply this parameter if the proxy is listening on some port other than 80.

Trouble Shooting

The name specified is not recognized…

Java is either not installed or not in the current path.  Verify PATH and/or the Java installation.

ksh: java: not found

Java is either not installed or not in the current path.  Verify PATH and/or the Java installation.

java.lang.NoClassDefFoundError: com/pjm/ FileTransfer

The filetransfer.jar file is not in the current CLASSPATH or in the subdirectory that the execution is starting from.

Contracts: 

reporttype=contracts

reportname is not necessary

Schedules:

Reports:

CASE IS NOT IMPORTANT!   Example:  reporttype=”interchange” reportname=” Spot Market Energy Summary” or reporttype=”INTERCHANGE” reportname=” spot market energy summary”.  All examples are equivalent.

IMPORTANT!  Report names will not work as command line parameters if there are spaces in the parameter and parameter is not surrounded by quotes.  To use as command line parameters without quotes(“), remove all the spaces in the report name or place quotes around the name.  Example: “day-ahead daily transactions” becomes day-aheaddailytransactions.
To get the current list, download eSched with the list or listxml parameter.  All the current available report names will be downloaded.  With the list or listxml parameter, reporttype, reportname, start and stop parameters are unnecessary.

Appendix B

For csv to xml conversion for all download csv files except for MSRS and ExSchedule. 

When a download file is in the .csv format, you can automatically convert to XML by calling prepareAndCreate in com.pjm.xmlutil.XMLUtil.  XMLUtilException and Exception must be caught.

MSRS provides XML formatted reports by specifying the requested format=x; therefore, there is no need to use the converter for MSRS.  

eSchedules has a different methodology for reports because there may be extraneous lines in the file.  In this case, you must tell the converter where to look for the header line.  As an extra function, you can override the main XML delimiter.  For contracts and schedules the .csv file is created with the header being the first line so you do not have to specify the line number of where to start processing. You may include the name of the main xml delimiter.
