ÅThe Power Contracts Bulletin Board allows participants to 

view, post, update and delete requests to buy or offers to 

sell power

ÅPostings can be viewed by the public

ÅUsers may post bids or offers for contracts of any duration 

ÅBids and Offers for put or call options can be posted

ÅFinal terms of agreed upon contracts will not be posted to 

the Bulletin Board
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Sponsored by the IRC

ÅThe Power Contracts Bulletin Board is sponsored by the 

ISO/RTO Council (IRC) to provide users with access to a 

larger pool of buyers and sellers of contracts for electric 

power

ÅThe application supports the FERCôs desire to encourage 

long-term contracting, as specified in FERC Order 719

ÅThe Bulletin Board is being administered by PJM

ÅPJM membership is not required for Bulletin Board access 

and participation
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PJMõs Role as Bulletin Board Administrator

PJMôs relationship to the Power Contracts Bulletin Board is 

that of Administrator

Å The purpose of the Bulletin Board functionality is to facilitate 

power contracting activity

Å Contracts posted to the Bulletin Board will not be settled via 

PJM billing

ÅAll trading communication that occurs as a result of postings 

occurs independently of PJM after the initial contact

ÅPJM is not responsible for the content of the bids and offers 

posted on the Bulletin Board

Posting Type Pre-populated list: Buy (request to buy), Sell (offer to sell)

MW MW desired or offered

Peak Type Pre-populated list: 24 hour, On peak, Off peak, Other

Price Price sought or offered ïoptional

ISO/RTO Pre-populated list of ISOs and RTOs; indicates the ISO/RTO with 

which the energy is associated

Location Delivery or source location ïfree form field

Å This page allows users to view all current and/or expired 

postings submitted by the company to which the customer 

account logged into the Bulletin Board is assigned

Å Users can select postings to update / copy from this page

ÅNew Postings

ÅThis page allows users to create and submit new postings
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Bulletin Board Pages: View Postings

Å Each column can be sorted in ascending or descending order by clicking on the arrow

Å Email functionality is only available to authenticated users (not Guest users)

Å ñExport Listò creates an excel file (.csv) with all of the data in the filtered list displayed

Å Data can be filtered by any pre-populated field; users should hit ñRefreshò after changing 

filters in order to display filtered data
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Bulletin Board Pages: View Postings (continued)

Å When creating a New Posting, users can select:

ï When this is selected, the Company Name and Contact information will 

display as ñUndisclosedò

ï If this is not selected, Company Name and Contact Information will be 

displayed to all users
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E-mail Functionality

Å Email functionality allows user to contact the owner of a posting that appears on the Bulletin Board

Å Clicking on the envelope icon will open a new window: ñE-mail Posting Contactò

Å The following fields will be pre-populated:

Å To, Subject, Your Company

Å The ñToò field will always be populated with ñPosting Contactò even when the contact information has 

been disclosed

Å The following fields are editable:

Å Your Name, Your e-mail address, Your phone number, Message

Å Required fields are denoted with: *

Å The user initiating the email will receive a copy of the message 

Å Contact information provided will be populated in the footer of the email
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Bulletin Board Pages: My Postings

Å My Postings page is only available to authenticated users (not Guest users)

Å All postings created by users assigned to the company to which the customer account 

logged into the Bulletin Board is assigned will be displayed

Å Data can be filtered by any pre-populated field; users should hit ñRefreshò after changing 

filters in order to display filtered data

Å Clicking on the Power Contracts Bulletin Board logo will transfer the user to the View 

Postings Page

Å Clicking on the IRC logo will transfer the user to the IRC web page

Å Contact information that is masked on the óView Postingsô page will not be masked on 

the óMy Postingsô page
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Bulletin Board Pages: My Postings (continued)

Å Selecting ñUpdate Postingò will open a new window with data relevant to the selected 

posting

ï Any changes made will update the existing posting upon submission

ï Any update to the posting automatically updates the expiration date of the posting to be 4 

months from current date, unless a different expiration date is specified

ï If no data is updated and users selects ñsubmit postingò the expiration date will still be 

updated to be 4 months from current date

ï Company Name and Posting ID cannot be updated

Å ñExport Listò creates an excel file (.csv) with all of the data in the filtered list displayed
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Bulletin Board Pages: My Postings (continued)

Å Selecting ñCopy Postingò will open a new window with a copy of all of the 

data that was entered for the selected posting 
ï This allows the user to create a new posting based on data entered for an existing posting

ï This process creates a new posting and a new Posting ID will be assigned to this item
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Bulletin Board Pages: My Postings (continued)

Å Selecting ñExpire Postingò will open a pop-up message confirming that the user would like 

to expire the selected posting effective immediately:

Å Expired postings can be made current again by updating the expiration date through use 

of the Update Posting functionality

Å Expiring a posting deletes the posting from the View 

Postings list available to all users

Å Users can still view Expired posting if they alter the 

ñPosting Expiration:ò filter to ñExpired Postings Onlyò or 

ñAll Postingsò
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Bulletin Board Pages: New Postings

Å Select the óNew Postingsô tab to create a new item

Å A new window will open which will allow users to create a new 

posting
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Bulletin Board Pages: New Postings (continued)

Å Required fields are denoted with: *

Å Company Name will be pre-populated based on the user account logged into the application 

and is not an editable field

Å User contact information will also be pre-populated based on the user account, but this 

information can be edited
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Bulletin Board Pages: New Postings (continued)

Å When ñMask company & contact information on postingò is checked, the Company Name and Contact 

information will display as ñUndisclosedò on the View Postings page

Å Posting Expiration Date will automatically be populated with a date that is 4 months from the current 

date, but may be changed to an earlier date 

Å Posting ID is provided after submission
