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Setting Customized Tabs
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To add a new Tab- select ñTabsò

Click on the gray bar to select data 

from the drop down menu for each 

panel

variable to display the data. 

To display ñTie Flowsò you must 

select ñSelect Tiesò and highlight 

which ones you would like to view.
