· This report does not specifically support any Billing Line Items.
3 Report Content Summary

This report displays all billing line item transfers included in the billing statement for the selected billing period, where the customer account is either the “transferred from” customer account or the “transferred to” customer account and where an amount was transferred for the billing period.  This applies to transfers that are effective for the current period billing period, as well as transfers that were effective for the source billing period to which adjustments included in the selected billing period apply.
Billing Line Item Transfers are agreements into which two parties mutually enter in order to designate the transfer of charges and/or credits associated with specified billing line items for specified periods of time.
4 Summary of Changes and Special Logic
· For current billing period charges and credits that are being transferred (regular billing line items, as opposed to adjustments), the Source Billing Period Start Date column will be null.   For adjustments, the Source Billing Period Start Date will be populated with the billing period that is being adjusted.

· The Billing Period Start Date and Source Billing Period Start Date columns will be populated with the date of the first day in the applicable billing period.  

· If more than one adjustment for the same billing line item, billing period and source billing period is entered, the values will be aggregated and appear as a single transferred adjustment amount for each transfer from/transfer to customer pair. 

· Billing Line Item Transfers will always be effective starting on the first day of a billing period and be terminated at the end of the last day of the billing period.  Therefore, the amounts displayed on this report will reflect the transfer of charges and credits for the entire billing month listed.

· The Transfer Amount column will display the amount transferred between the two parties.  The sign convention of the amount will appear the same to both parties.  It will not appear as a positive for one party and a negative for the other.  The Transferred From customer should treat the amount as a reduction to the amount that would have been displayed on their billing statement prior to considering the effect of the transfer, while the Transferred To customer should treat the amount as an addition to the amount that would have been displayed on their billing statement prior to considering the effect of the transfer.

· The Transferred From (Customer Account) and Transferred To (Customer Account) columns will be populated with the long name of the customer accounts that are party to the transfer agreements.  The Transferred From (Customer Code) and Transferred To (Customer Code) columns will be populated with the short name of the customer accounts that are party to the transfer agreements.

· In the header of the report, the Billing Period Start value that is displayed will be the first day of the billing period in which the start date entered by the user falls.  The Billing Period End value that is displayed will be the last day of the billing period in which the end date entered by the user falls.
