3 Report Content Summary

This report is the official monthly PJM billing statement.  It is available for online display and PDF download only.


This report appears in two sections.  The cover page section will appear first and will display the total charge or credit due, payment terms, PJM contact information and other information that was listed on the cover page of the eSchedules Monthly Billing Statement.  The monthly billing total and previous weekly billing net total values which are used to derive the total charge or credit due will also be displayed.  The second section is the billing line items section, which includes the customer account’s charges and/or credits for individual billing line items and their total charges and total credits.  

The monthly billing statement is available for CSV and XML download via the separate Monthly Billing Statement – CSV and XML report.

4 Summary of Changes and Special Logic

Overall

· This report can only be retrieved for a single month at a time.  The report will be produced for the billing period in which the start date requested on the MSRS UI falls.

· When this report is selected for a trade date of 6/1/2009 or beyond, the current report format depicted in this document will appear in this report.  When this report is selected for a trade date of 5/30/2009 or prior, the previous format of the report (which does not contain the new summary rows) will appear.

· This report will not be versioned.  The billing statement issued for each bill period is final.  Any adjustments that are made to charges and credits from a given bill period will be included in a subsequent billing period’s statement.

· The columns on this report have not been assigned column numbers.  Data will be identified by column or field name only.

· The letter from the manager of PJM Market Settlement Operations which appears on the first page of the eSchedules PDF-formatted billing statement will no longer be included. The cover page of the new billing statement will outline wire transfer deadlines and other information that is provided in that letter.

· The adjustment description page that appears at the back of the eSchedules billing statement will no longer appear in the billing statement.  Instead, adjustment details can now be found on the new Billing Line Item Adjustment Summary report. 

· The header that appears at the top of the eSchedules billing statement has been slightly modified in the MSRS version of the report.  The MSRS version will display the following items:

· Invoice Number

· Customer Account (the customer account’s long name – ex. ABCD Company, L.L.C.)

· Customer Identifiers (the customer account’s short name (or Code), followed by the Customer ID in parenthesis – ex. ABCD (123))

· Final Billing Statement Issued (the time at which the billing statement was posted in MSRS, displayed in mm/dd/yyyy hh:mm:ss format)

· Billing Period (the start date of the billing period in mm/dd/yyyy format, followed by the word ‘to’ followed by the last date of the billing period in mm/dd/yyyy format)

Cover Page section:

· The cover page will now include PJM wire transfer contact information, PJM Member Relations contact information and PJM Market Settlements contact information.

· The Monthly Billing Statement Summary field will include the text “Total Net Credit to You.  Please Do Not Pay.” if the customer account has a net credit for the billing period.  The field will include the text “Total Net Charge. Please Pay This Amount.” if the customer account has a net charge for the billing period.  The Amount field will display the amount of the net credit or net charge.  This Amount value represents the difference between the Monthly Billing Total and the Previous Weekly Billing Total values.

· The TERMS: field will include the following text “PAYABLE IN FULL BY <TIME> EPT ON <DATE>”, where <Time> is displayed in eastern prevailing time in hh:mm AM/PM format and <Date> is displayed in mm/dd/yyyy format.

· The WIRE TRANSFER FUNDS TO: information on the report will display on five separate, consecutive lines.  The WIRE TRANSFER FUNDS TO: label will appear next to the first line of data and the four subsequent lines of data will appear immediately below the first line of data without a label.

· The cover page will also include an ‘Additional Billing Statement Information’ field, which will be used to communicate any special messages that may apply to that billing period’s billing statement.  The text that appears in this section will not be customer account-specific.  This field may be null if there is no message for the current billing period.

Billing Line Items section:

· The billing line items will not be split into Operating Agreement and Open Access Transmission Tariff sections as they are in the eSchedules billing statement.  Instead, there will be a Charges section and a Credits section, which will display charges and credits, respectively, from both the Operating Agreement and Open Access Transmission Tariff sections.  Additionally, at the end of each section, there will be a Total Charges or Total Credits value that is displayed.  

· There will no longer be separate columns for Day-Ahead, Balancing and Total amounts.  Instead, there will be a single ‘Amount’ column.  For those billing line items that have both Day-Ahead and Balancing components, there will be individual billing line items listed for Day-Ahead and Balancing.  For example, Day-Ahead Spot Market Energy would appear on one line, while Balancing Spot Market Energy would appear on a separate line.  The total of Day-Ahead and Balancing line items will no longer be provided either since Day-Ahead and Balancing charges/credits are being treated as individual line items. 

· Billing line items have been assigned unique “BLI IDs” that identify each billing line item.  These BLI IDs will be displayed in the first column of the billing line items section of this report.  Please see the PJM Billing Line Items spreadsheet that is posted to the MSRS Report Formats page for a list of billing line items and BLI IDs.

· Billing line item adjustments will be denoted by the appearance of an ‘A’ in the ADJ column that appears to the right of the column that holds the BLI IDs.  Additionally, the first day of the billing period which was the source of the adjustment will appear in the Source Billing Period Start column.  The billing line item name that is displayed will no longer be “Adj. to <line item name> - <source month>.  The line item name that is displayed will be the same text that is displayed for current billing period charges and credits for that billing line item.  This approach provides consistency in the billing line item naming, while still providing indicators that the item is an adjustment and which billing period it is adjusting.  Additionally, the BLI ID that is displayed next to adjustments will be the same BLI ID that is displayed next to current month charges and credits.

· Adjustments will be aggregated on the MSRS billing statement.  A single line will display for each billing line item, billing period and source billing period combination.  If multiple adjustments exist for the same billing line item, bill period and source bill period, those adjustments will be aggregated and display as one sum on the billing statement.  Details of the individual adjustments that comprise the aggregated adjustment amounts that appear on the billing statement can be found on the Billing Line Item Adjustment Summary report.

· For current billing period charges and credits (regular line items, as opposed to adjustments), the Source Billing Period Start column will be null.  This includes load reconciliation, load response and other billing line items that settle previous transaction dates that do not fall within the current billing period.  See Appendix A for the complete list of billing line items billed on a lag.

· The amounts that appear on the billing statement reflect billing line item transfers that are in effect.  Therefore, if an account has entered into a billing line item transfer agreement for a given line item with another account, the ‘transferred from’ account will not see that line item on their billing statement, as it has been transferred to the ‘transferred to’ account.  The amount displayed on the billing statement for the ‘transferred to’ account in a billing line item transfer relationship will see an amount that is equal to the account’s own charge or credit plus the amount of the ‘transferred from’ customer’s charge or credit.
