· An additional Total PJM RT Load will now be displayed on this report.
· The mid_atlantic reg req, western reg req and rto reg req columns will no longer be displayed on this report.  Regulation Obligation can be calculated by multiplying the Total PJM-Assigned Reg by an account’s load ratio share for the entire PJM Reg Zone.  It is no longer necessary to use the Regulation Requirement ratio for a given zone.  All calculations are done at the PJM Reg Zone level.
