3 Report Content Summary

This report displays a list of all existing versions of each MSRS report for a given market date (including previously billed and not yet billed versions).  For example, if this report is requested for January 1, 2008, it will display all report versions that exist for the January 1, 2008 trade date (as opposed to the Published Report Versions report which displays all reports that were published on the selected date).  In addition to the version of each report that exists, this report will also indicate the availability of that report, the time it was published (if it has been published) and any comments that exist for the report version.
4 Summary of Changes and Special Logic
· For daily reports, the Start Date and End Date displayed for those reports will be the same. 

· For monthly reports, the Start Date will be the first day of the month and the End Date will be the last day of the month.  Yearly reports will follow the same convention.

· The Version column represents the version of the particular report.  This is the same version that appears on all individual reports and represents the billing cycle to which the version applies.

· Published Status indicates whether the report version is currently available or not.  
· If all of the data necessary for the report version is available in the MSRS database, the status will appear as “Available”.  

· If some, but not all of the data necessary for the report version exists in the MSRS database, the status will appear as “Update In Progress”. 

· If no data for the report has been transferred to the MSRS database, then the report will not appear on this report.  The absence of a row indicates that MSRS currently has not received the necessary calculation results for that report.
· Version Timestamp (EPT) represents the time at which the report version was made available.  If the Published Status of the report version equals Update In Progress, the Version Timestamp will be null.

· Report Version Comments will display any special comments that apply to that particular report version.
