2 Supported Billing Line Items

· This report does not specifically support any Billing Line Items.

3 Report Content Summary

This report displays a list of all MSRS report versions that support line items included in the billing statement for the selected month-to-date weekly billing period.  This report is not account-specific.  It is being provided to allow users to link weekly billing statements to the MSRS settlement reports that contain the details supporting billed values for a given billing period.  It should be noted that the settlement reports will not being saved off throughout the month and may be overwritten if a particular day is rerun later in the month.  Users are responsible for retrieving the settlement reports that support a particular weekly billing statement if they are interested in retaining that data.

The final month-end version of settlement reports will be saved when the monthly billing period is finalized.

4 Summary of Changes and Special Logic

· For daily reports, the Start Date and End Date displayed for those reports will be the same. 

· The Version column represents the version of the particular report.  This is the same version that appears on all individual reports and represents the monthly billing cycle to which the version applies.

· Version Timestamp (EPT) represents the time at which the report version was made available.

· Report Version Comments will display any special comments that apply to that particular report version.  

· In the header of the report, the Billing Period Start value that is displayed will be the first day of the month in which the end date entered by the user falls.  The Billing Period End value that is displayed will be the last day of the weekly billing period in which the end date entered by the user falls.
