8 Supporting Calculations

For Registration Type = Economic
If RT LMP < Monthly Net Benefits Test Price

Then

RT Economic Load Response Credit = 0


Else RTLMP >= Monthly Net Benefits Test Price

RT Economic Load Response Credit = RT Load Response Distributed MW * RT LMP/12
2241.01 = 3001.91 * 3000.25/12
For Registration Type = Emergency
Emergency Load Response Energy Credit =RT Load Response Distributed MW * RT LMP/12
2245.01 = 3001.91 * 3000.25/12
Emergency Load Response Make Whole Credit = Emergency Load Response Bid Price/12 * RT Load Response Distributed MW + Shutdown Cost  - Emergency Load Response Energy Credit

2245.02 = 2245.13/12 * 3001.91 + 2245.14 – 2245.01

If Emergency Load Response Make whole Credit summed over all intervals of the day < 0, then Emergency Load Response Make Whole Credit = 0

Else Emergency Load Response Make Whole Credit = sum(Emergency Load Response Make Whole Credit) over all intervals of the day

For Registration Type = Test Reduction
RT Load Response Test Reduction Credit = RT Load Response Distributed MW * RT LMP/12
