· The adjustment amounts displayed on this report are inclusive of any adjustments transferred via billing line item transfer agreements into which an account has entered.  Please refer to the Billing Line Item Transfer Summary for details of the exact amounts transferred to or from an account.
· In the header of the report, the Billing Period Start value that is displayed will be the first day of the billing period in which the start date entered by the user falls.  The Billing Period End value that is displayed will be the last day of the billing period in which the end date entered by the user falls.
