4 Summary of Changes and Special Logic

· The date range total row will only appear in the online version of the report.  It will not appear in the CSV and XML versions of the report.

· The Meter Correction Rate displays the rate used to settle the correction. For ties, this is the PJM monthly average LMP and for generators, it is the monthly average LMP for the PNODE associated with the generator.

· For EDCs that elect to further allocate meter error correction charges to LSEs, the values in the Meter Correction Charge column will be set to 0 to reflect the fact that the EDC will not see the billing related to that meter error correction on their invoice.

· The Report will now display Month and Year in the same column.
