This report is only applicable to LSEs serving load whose capacity requirement is being met through an FRR plan that is owned by another company.  The FRR LSE Schedule 9-5 Charge and FRR LSE Schedule 9-6 Charge are billing line items billed by PJM on behalf of the FRR Entity to compensate the FRR Entity for capacity procured on the LSE’s behalf. 

4 Summary of Changes and Special Logic

· The Refund Rate and Refund Charge columns will only be populated with non-zero values for rows where the Schedule column equals ‘9-5: Capacity Resource and Obligation Management’.  For rows where the Schedule column equals 9-6: Advanced Second Control Center’, the Refund Rate and Refund Charge columns will be 0.
· During the current billing month, the Rate and Charge columns will be 0 where the Schedule column equals 9-6: Advanced Second Control Center.  The Rate and Charge columns will be populated with non-zero values where the Schedule column equals 9-6: Advanced Second Control Center a few days before billing is finalized for that month.
