4 Summary of Changes and Special Logic
· This report will be posted to pjm.com in .csv format only.

· Starting with the December 2008 Preliminary Operating Reserve Rates report, the posted report will no longer contain an single Balancing Operating Reserve Rate and will instead contain a separate Balancing Operating Reserve Rate for Reliability and a Balancing Operating Reserve Rate for Deviations for each of the three balancing operating reserve regions (East, West and RTO).  Reports for months prior to December 2008 will retain the previous format which has a single Balancing Operating Reserve Rate.

· Accounts with RT Load plus Exports in the East and West balancing operating reserve regions are subject to the respective regional Bal Operating Reserve for Reliability Rate as well as the RTO Bal Operating Reserve for Reliability Rate.  The East or West rate should be added to the RTO rate in order to determine the total rate to which their RT Load plus Exports in the East or West region will be subject.

· Accounts with deviations in the East and West balancing operating reserve regions are subject to the respective regional Bal Operating Reserve for Deviations Rate as well as the RTO Bal Operating Reserve for Deviations rate.  The East or West rate should be added to the RTO rate in order to determine the total rate to which their deviations in the East or West region will be subject.
