3 Report Content Summary

This report displays the daily ARR target credit value summed for each applicable zone for Network ARRs of which the customer account owns a portion.

The report also displays the daily FTR target credit value summed for each applicable zone for directly allocated FTRs of which the customer account owns a portion.

The FTR Target Credit column will only be populated for zones that have recently integrated into PJM and where certain customers in that zone elected a direct allocation of FTRs instead of an allocation of ARRs.  Customers serving load in these zones that did not request a direct allocation of FTRs may still see an FTR Target Credit on their report if they gained load and consequently picked up a share of other customer's directly allocated FTRs.

4 Summary of Changes and Special Logic

· The date range total row will only appear in the online version of the report.  It will not appear in the CSV and XML versions of the report.

· Load Shift MW value displayed is the daily load shift value, excluding the Direct Load Transfer MW value, for the customer account that owns the ARR.

· Directed Load Transfer MW value displayed is the daily load shift value for the customer account when the counterparty of the load shift is known and PJM has been asked to transfer ARRs discretely between accounts.

· Starting 6/1/2011, the new FTR Target Credit column will appear on the report.

· This report incorporates adjusted data resulting from reruns to previously billed months.  As in the past, when reruns occur a new version of the report will be produced.  For trade dates prior to June 1, 2011, when reruns occur the FTR Target Credit will appear on the Latest and Latest Billed version of the report, but the column will not contain non-zero data.  Starting with June1, 2011 all versions of the report will display the new column, and if applicable to the account's activity, will contain non-zero data.
