In order to retrieve all details for billed amounts after 4/1/2012, members may have to download the Operating Reserves for Load Response Deviation Charge Summary (Pre FERC 745 (4/1/2012)) and the Operating Reserves for Load Response Deviation Charge Summary report, until the time that all load response activity prior to 4/1/2012 has been billed.

· The report column names will only appear once at the top of the report.  They will not be repeated at the beginning of the data for each day.

· The data on this report is preliminary until the end of the billing cycle.  Final results are based on month-end calculations that could significantly change the preliminary results that are displayed throughout the month.
