· The date range total row will only appear in the online version of the report.  It will not appear in the CSV and XML versions of the report.

· Report will now display EPT and GMT Hour Ending.

· For the periods of 12/3/2007 through 3/2/2009 and 6/1/2009 through 9/16/2010, these charges will be allocated based on a RT Load plus Exports plus Up-To Congestion Transactions ratio share basis, where Exports and Up-To Congestion Transactions that do not pay for transmission are excluded from this allocation.  

· For the period of 3/3/2009 through 5/31/2009, these charges will be allocated based on a RT Load Plus Exports ratio share basis, where Exports that do not pay for transmission are included in this allocation.  For dates in this date range, the Up-To Congestion Transactions field on the report will be null.

· Effective 9/17/2010, these charges will be allocated based on a RT Load Plus Firm Exports Plus Reduced Non-Firm Exports where Exports that do not pay for transmission are excluded in this allocation.  These changes are a response to a filing approved by FERC to modify the methodology used to calculate transmission loss credits.  The changes eliminate market participants’ ability to improperly submit Up-To Congestion bids the sole purpose for which is to obtain an allocation of the marginal loss revenue surplus.
