3 Report Content Summary

This report is the CSV and XML version of the weekly PJM billing statement.  Please note that the PDF version of the weekly billing statement, which is the ‘Weekly Billing Statement – Online and PDF’ report, should be used for all official purposes.


This version of the weekly billing statement does not include the billing cover page that is included in the official PDF version of the report.  It only contains the weekly billing statement header and the billing line items section, which includes the customer account’s charges and/or credits for individual billing line items and their total charges, total credits, weekly billing net total, previous weekly billing net total and total due / receivable.

4 Summary of Changes and Special Logic

Overall

· This report can only be retrieved for a single weekly month-to-date billing period at a time.  The report will be produced for the billing period in which the end date requested on the MSRS UI falls. 

· This report will not be versioned.  The weekly billing statement issued for each weekly billing period is final.  Any intra-month adjustments that are made to charges and credits from a given month-to-date weekly billing period will be included in a subsequent month-to-date weekly billing period’s statement or the monthly billing statement for that month.

· The columns on this report have not been assigned column numbers.  Data will be identified by column or field name only.

· The weekly billing statement will only contain the subset of billing line items that have been designated as weekly billing line items.  For a complete list of weekly billing line items, refer to the Weekly Billing Line Items document posted at the top of the MSRS Reports web page.

· The report header will display the following items:

· Report Name (Billing Statement – CSV and XML)

· Customer Account (the customer account’s long name – ex. ABCD Company, L.L.C.)

· Customer Code (the customer account’s short name or Code ex. ABCD)

· Customer ID (ex.  (123))

· Final Billing Statement Issued (the time at which the billing statement was posted in MSRS, displayed in mm/dd/yyyy hh:mm:ss format)

· Billing Period Start Date (the first day of the month in mm/dd/yyyy format)

· Billing Period End Date (the end date of the billing period in mm/dd/yyyy format)

· Invoice Number

· Invoice Due Date (in mm/dd/yyyy hh:mm:ss format)

Billing Line Items section:

· The billing line items section will be split into a Charges section and a Credits section, which will display charges and credits, respectively, from both the Operating Agreement and Open Access Transmission Tariff sections.  Additionally, at the end of each section, there will be a Total Charges or Total Credits value that is displayed.  A Weekly Billing Net Total row will also appear at the end of the billing statement.  This value represents the difference between the charges and credits and will appear as a negative number if it represents a net credit to the account.  It will appear as a positive number if it represents a charge to the account.  

· At the bottom of the report, Previous Weekly Billing Net Total and Total Due / Receivable summary values will also appear.  The Previous Weekly Billing Net Total value represents the net of the charges and credits from the last weekly billing statement that fell within the month to which the selected Weekly Billing Statement pertains.  The Total Due / Receivable value represents the difference between the Weekly Billing Net Total value and the Previous Weekly Billing Net Total value.  This is the amount that is due to PJM if the value is positive or due to the participant if the value is negative.

· Billing line items have been assigned unique “BLI IDs” that identify each billing line item.  These BLI IDs will be displayed in the first column of the billing line items section of this report.  

· Adjustments will not be included in the Weekly Billing Statement.  Adjustments will only be included in the Monthly Billing Statement.  Therefore, the Weekly Billing Statement will not include the ADJ and Source Billing Period Start columns that appear on the Monthly Billing Statement.

· The amounts that appear on the billing statement reflect billing line item transfers that are in effect.  Therefore, if an account has entered into a billing line item transfer agreement for a given line item with another account, the ‘transferred from’ account will not see that line item on their billing statement, as it has been transferred to the ‘transferred to’ account.  The amount displayed on the billing statement for the ‘transferred to’ account in a billing line item transfer relationship will see an amount that is equal to the account’s own charge or credit plus the amount of the ‘transferred from’ customer’s charge or credit.
