This analysis was completed to assess the reliability impact for a new generator interconnecting 
to the PJM system as a Capacity resource. 
 
Network Impacts -  16 MW Capacity Injection plus 63 MW Energy Injection 
 
The system, as planned, was evaluated for compliance with reliability criteria. The #L12_CE24 
Willow Creek project was studied as an 79 MW generating resource interconnection with a 16 
MW Capacity and 63 MW Energy injection into the Steward (TSS 186) 138 kV bus.   The results 
are summarized below.
