3 Report Content Summary

This report displays the details behind the customer account’s daily Schedule 9-1 through 9-5, 9-3 Offset, 9-PJMSettlement, 9-MMU, 9-FERC, 9-OPSI, 10-NERC and 10-RFC Charges.  The details behind the account’s Schedule 9 Refund Charges are also displayed.

4 Summary of Changes and Special Logic

· This report will display daily values.

· The hours on this report will not be labeled in GMT in order to avoid the misalignment of EPT and GMT hours and the subsequent need to repeat the column headers in order to realign the column labels once the DST switch occurs. All hours listed will be Hour Ending in the EPT time zone. 

· Refund Rates will appear in an additional column beside the original rate column rather than being combined with the original rate.

· Effective 1/1/2011 the daily schedule 9 & 10 charges and refund charges will appear on this report.  Daily charges can also be retrieved from the Month-to-Date Billing Statement.

· This report incorporates adjusted data resulting from reruns to previously billed months.  As in the past, when reruns occur a new version of the report will be produced.  For trade dates prior to January 1, 2011, when reruns occur the new 9-PJM Settlement and 9-3 Offset rows will appear on the Latest and Latest Billed version of the report, but these rows will not contain non-zero data.  Additionally, when reruns occur the new Charge and Refund Charge columns will appear on the Latest and Latest Billed version of the report, and these new columns will be populated for those rerun trade dates.  Starting with January 1, 2011 all versions of the report will display the new rows and columns, and if applicable to the account's activity, will contain non-zero data.

·  Daylight Saving Time (DST) Handling

· For online versions:
· The online version of the report will display the number of hours in each day.  24 hours will appear for all days of the year except for DST switch days.  On the Spring DST switch day, only 23 hours will appear on the report (EPT hour ending 3 is skipped); on the Fall DST switch day, 25 hours will appear on the report (EPT hour ending 02 appears twice – the second hour ending 02 will be labeled 02* and come after the first hour ending 02).

· For download versions:

· A 25th hour column (a second EPT Hour Ending 2) will appear in the report for all days, regardless of whether it is a DST switch day or not

· This additional column will be placed immediately after the first hour ending 2

· It will be name ‘EPT HE 02*’ for the CSV downloads and ‘EPT_HE_02X’ for the XML downloads

· All non-DST switch days will display ‘0’ values in the second EPT HE 2 column for those determinants that have hourly use values

· The Fall DST switch will be handled by populating the second HE 2 column for those determinants that have hourly use values

· The Spring DST switch will be handled by displaying ‘0’ values in the second HE 2 and the HE 3 columns for those determinants that have hourly use values
